Dale Petranech (USS LDS Chairman) made a  p r e s e n t a t i o n  about t h e  US5 
LDS meet ing,  h e l d  yesterday.  The 1990 25K championship w i l l  a l s o  be 
a  q u a l i f i e r  f o r  t h e  1990 World Games. 

Long D is tance  Calendar committee r e p o r t  by Dave Gray. Gary McDowell 
and Dave p u t  t oge the r  t h e  ca lendar  f o r  t he  t h i r d  year.  The problem 
of  c r e a t i n g  a  more complete ca lendar  was discussed, i t  i s  t he  i n t e n t  
o f  t he  committee t o  i nc rease  t h e  number o f  events  l i s t e d .  

Cable swimming gu ide  committee r e p o r t  by Dr. J im M i l l e r .  The l a t e s t  
d r a f t  o f  t h e  gu ide was d i s t r i b u t e d  t o  committee members f o r  rev iew.  
A l l  committee comments w i l l  be submi t ted  t o  t he  chairman. MSC t o  
send t h e  gu ide  f o r  p u b l i c a t i o n  t h i s  year,  as per  1989 budget. 

N a t i o n a l  Championship packet  committee r e p o r t  by Rob Copeland. 
Progress cont inues,  w i t h  regard  t o  t h i s  p a c k e t ' s  development. An 
event  b i d  form was d i s t r i b u t e d  f o r  rev iew.  An event  e v a l u a t i o n  form 
was d i s t r i b u t e d ,  reviewed, and w i l l  be r e v i s e d  w i t h  an e v a l u a t i o n  
c r i t e r i a  at tachment.  MSC t o  i n c l u d e  the  r e v i s e d  ve rs ion  o f  t he  
e v a l u a t i o n  form i n  t h e  c o n t r a c t s  s t a r t i n g  i n  1991 as a  method o f  
measuring compliance t o  c o n t r a c t u a l  o b l i g a t i o n s ,  and t o  be used i n  
1990 used on a  t r i a l  bas i s .  The event  e v a l u a t o r  w i l l  con t inue  t o  be 
se lec ted  by the  committee chairman, and t h e  suggest ion was made t o  
c o d i f y  t h e  p o s i t i o n  o f  e v a l u a t o r  by a  r u l e  change, n e x t  year.  A 
sample N a t i o n a l  Championship c o n t r a c t  was g i ven  t o  t h e  committee, 
the members w i l l  rev iew t h i s  sample and have recommendation t o  t he  
chairman by 9 /21/89 8:00 P.M., f o r  f u r t h e r  d i scuss ions  on 9/22/89.

p r o d u c t i o n / d i s t r i b u t i o n  expenses, championship e v a l u a t o r  re imburse- 
ment (up  t o  $150 per e v e n t ) ,  and o t h e r  r e o c c u r r i n g  a d m i n i s t r a t i v e  
expenses. MSC t o  a l l o c a t e  funds t o  e s t a b l i s h  an i nven to ry  o f  Cham- 
p ionsh ip  Medals and patches,  t o  be 
Championship event  d i r e c t o r s .

Sanction requirements for LDS events were reviewed, and it w a s d e -  
cided that the chairman will present sanction form changes for the 
1990 LMSC handbooks. 

It was recommended that the LDS committee maintain an inventory of 
championship medals and patches. A request for inventory was sub- 
mitted to finance.

MSC to Modify 304.5.8 Draft off another swimmer in Time/distance 
pool events. 

MSC to add 305.2.H Postal 6000 yard Swimming Championship. 
Add to area rotation, starting in 1992 in central area. 

MSC to GDD 305.5.5 Complete financial statements shall be forwarded 
to the Long Distance Swimming Chairman, within 60 days of completion 
of theevent.
